	PLANNING APPLICATION:
Reference: P/FUL/2021/02627
Bridge Yard, Stokes Lane, Stourton Caundle, DT10 2JH
Proposal: Carry out internal alterations to existing buildings.
All agreed to send the following comments to Dorset Council: 
Proposed M. Litchfield, seconded P. Lane.
The Parish Council, on behalf of the village, reiterates its strong objection to this proposal on safety grounds. The site is known to have been used for the disposal of carcases of animals suffering from anthrax, and local residents report that not all burials were recorded at the time.  In these circumstances, ground investigations, however apparently thorough they can appear,  can never guarantee that areas which have not been investigated are safe from anthrax spores which could be released by ground disturbance. Given the risk to humans and animals from the accidental release of such spores, the better solution for the site would be the simple removal of building structures so that the site could be left to re-wild.  If, despite the inherent risk to humans and animals, the Council chooses to allow the development to proceed, we request stringent Conditions to stop any excavation on the site both now and in the future.  These Conditions should include, but not necessarily be limited to, a restriction on digging for drainage and waste-water treatment systems, septic tanks, ground source heat pump equipment, foundations for further buildings and/or extensions to the existing footprint.

Plans arrived the day before the meeting but as agreement for a change of use of the existing farm building had already been granted permission under the new planning scheme for farm buildings,  it was decided to take the opportunity to discuss the application at this meeting.  Neighbours have been informed.
All agreed to send the following comments to Dorset Council:
Proposed J. Waltham, Seconded A. Harris
The Parish Council recognises that permission exists to convert the existing building to residential use. However, the current proposal is for a significantly larger building on a different part of the site. The Parish Council is concerned that granting permission for this application would set a precedent for unrestricted development in rural areas outside recognised major settlement boundaries, and therefore objects to the proposal.
